Some online classes allocate marks
according to your individual contributions because this is seen as important for the student’s overall understanding of the subject.

Online Private Admission (For External Students)

Private candidate or External students can take the admission in any certificate/diploma or degree examination as an private mode without
having pursued the prescribed regular courses of study in the University or in one of the institutions admitted to the privileges of the
University provided they are otherwise eligible for admission under the regulation.

Transfer of Credit scheme (TOC)

The transfer or credit scheme is applicable only on those students who have not completed their course from any other recognised
institute/university but they want to completed through HU as per rules provided. Credit transfer will be done on the bases of individual
course and not on the bases of year to year courses.
